Six Flags-New England Team Outing at Springfield Meet Saturday, May 29th
We are planning a team outing to the Six Flags New England Amusement Park in Agawam, MA on Saturday, May 29th, while attending the travel meet at Springfield College over the Memorial Day weekend.  Six Flags is only a 12-minute car ride from the team hotel (Hampton Inn-West Springfield).  Six Flags will be open until 10pm on that Saturday, with the water park area, Hurricane Harbor, closing at 7pm.  As the 12 & unders are swimming in the morning session on Saturday, those swimmers will be able to visit the amusement park, including the water park area, Saturday from lunch-time on and still be able to return to the hotel and get an early night’s sleep and be well-rested and ready to swim Sunday morning.  The 13 & overs will have the opportunity to visit the amusement park following the end of the Saturday PM session (approx. 6pm) and remain there until park closing at 10pm.  As the 13 & overs are not required to be at the pool until 12:45 pm on Sunday for stretching/warm-ups, they will be able to sleep-in on Sunday and be well-rested and ready to swim by Sunday afternoon.

The Club will be taking orders for Six Flags admission tickets at the discounted price of $26.00 per ticket, which is a savings of $15.99 over general admission. If you wish to take advantage of the discounted ticket price, you must contact Vic Romanov with the number of tickets desired by e-mail (vicromanov@schenectadyswimclub.org) or phone (cell: 301-4042) prior to 9:00pm on Thursday, May 27th.  The tickets will be purchased the next morning through a discount available to AAA members, so the Club will be unable to accommodate late requests for tickets. Please note that although these discounted tickets are non-refundable, they may be used for amusement park admission on any one day this year.  Payment for tickets ordered may be made by giving cash or check in person to either Vic Romanov or Laura Davis while attending the swim meet or anytime prior.  Swimmers/parents are not obligated to order their tickets through the team and are free to secure Six Flags tickets on their own (season passes, special discount tickets, AAA, etc.).  Additional discounted tickets will not be available through the Club on the day of amusement park attendance.
Please note that parents of swimmers will be responsible for making their own arrangements with respect to travel back & forth between the team hotel and Six Flags(car-pooling is encouraged as parking at Six Flags is $15 per car), as well as utilizing their own judgment and making arrangements for parental supervision/chaperones while the swimmers are attending Six Flags. For the Six Flags outing, the Club will not be supplying coaches (they will be coaching at all sessions of the meet) or “team” chaperones.
